Character Bullding Classes

Our Character Building Classes this month

will include the topic of Leadershlp.

Many leaders also serve as parents, happily balancing a daily workload
with ball games and family dinners.

8. Emphasizes Perseverance: The best leaders learn to handle failure as
gracefully as they handle success.

4. Bulld Negotlatlons Skills: Every good leader knows the art of
compromise. Teach them negotiation skills like never giving up something
without asking for something else in return.

3. ttone Decision-Making Abilities: Children should learn how to make good
decisions as early in life as possible. Children become overwhelmed by too
many choices, narrow down the options to two or three. Teach your child
‘to weigh the pros and cons of each option. This will help them to make
correct decisions in everyday life.

6. Practice Confldent Communication: Allowing children -to order and
speak directly to others will help them gain confidence in themselves and
be able to communicate what they need.

7. Encourage Work. Of+ten children are eager to begin working in some
capacity. Stat with simple jobs around the house and as the your child
gets older expand to jobs outside the home. Early jobs will be essential to
building leadership skills.

8. ttave Famlly Game Night Instead of spending an evening
staring at your respective screens, consider an evening of board
games instead. It helps children learn to be a good sport, play by
the rules, and think strategically.

9. Teach Project Planning Skllls: As a family, you likely have
many planned events. Don't leave the children out of the planning
process. Treat each event as though it were a business project.

10. Reward Optimistic Thinking: The fact that optimism is
connected to success should not be lost on your family. Reward
optimism, especially when that optimism is connected to
attempting to reach a goal.

Financial experts say that "to teach your children money
management you need to allow them to make mistakes.” It will
teach them valuable lessons that will help them throughout their
whole life. It will also help them know what they can and can™t
afford.

In small ways, today's leaders can prepare younger generations
for their future as business leaders. Each of these suggestions
will not only create better leaders, but can help children preform
better in school and develop better personal relationships
throughout life.
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
